· 9) A score of an English test that evaluates the four skills of listening, reading, speaking, and writing (see No.6 in Qualifications of Applicants).
· 10) A letter of recommendation in English from the head of the faculty or graduate school, or someone at a higher position of the applicant’s home university or institution. The letter should be addressed to “President of Kumamoto University”.
· 11) A letter of recommendation in English from a professor or a research supervisor who can evaluate the applicant’s ability in study and research.
· 12) A letter in English from the employer indicating the consent of this application, if the applicant is an employee.
· 13) A copy of a passport, or an official certificate of citizenship (original and English translation).
